" M.A.T." had to say about the status
of women students, in last Wednesday’s
Dublin " Evening Mail," I would like to
point out that I. do not " disapprove of
women being university students at all."

Moreover, the
fact ~is that on marriage, most girls
soon stop going ~)ut to work, if indeed
they have not already found that they
have no stomach for such junior posts
as they are given on first employment.
I will n’ot deny, however, that many
women graduates have led useful lives
as intellectuals and have achieved great
learning.

However, since his return
from that post he has become the
Registrar of the School of Commerce.

Despite his natural leanings towards
U.C.D., Mr. Byrne holds the view that
Trinity takes a greater pers~)nal interest
in its students, whereas you can go
through U.C.D. "withOut even Being
noticed"; yet we know that he did not
have to come to Trinity in order to be
noticed.

Although Mr. Byrne is very interested
in increasing the population of Ireland
--so a recent issue of the " Sunday
Independent " proclaimed -- his family
consists so far only of his wife and him-
self.

NO CHRISTIANS HERE
Says Jenkinson

In an exclusive interview, Don Jenkin-
son, the Chairman of the Fabian, stated
that " there is to be a debate soon on the
future of the Fabian Society." He went
on to state that the prospects for the
future were not too bright.

a year. Mr. T. J. de L. Surtees, the dele-
gate from Westcott House, Cambridge,
denied that true sacramentalists neglect
the preaching of the Word of God. He
cited Pusey and Keble as two classic
examples of priests of the Church being
in this point shepherds to the whole flock
and not just ministers to the elect.

The Hon. Librarian spoke most force-
fully in condemning the m o r a l
" sermonettes " we hear in Church to-
day.

GAELIC REVIVALISTS
" Language as a Social Force" wa~

the title of a paper read to members of
the D.U. Gaelic Society on Thursday
last by the Auditor, Miss Barbara
Robinson. The major part of the paper
was devoted to a study of the theory .of
language, its development and its
present-day adequacy. Language was
closely linked with nationalism, to the
extent that when a people gives up its
language for another, it announces, not
necessarily that it is culturally in-
ferior, but that it is no longer conscious
of anything in its culture or in its ideals
which could not be adequately expressed
in a foreign language.

As a corollary to her paper, Miss
Robinson considered the revival of
Gaelic, in which realm she felt some pro-
gress had been made, despite the
failure to standardise the language.

Proposing a vote of thanks, Mr. F.
P. Pyle expatiated on the drum-signals
of Ashanti, on which no one was in a
position to contradict him. Mr. Haley-
Dunne deplored the teaching of Euclid
through the medium of Gaelic, and com-
mented on the lack of enthusiasm on the
part of the G~vernment with regard to
the revival of Gaelic.

Mr. E. Y. Exshaw, who presided,
brought the lively proceedings to a close.

ENGLISH IN AMERICA
Dr. Taft, the American Ambassador,

speaking to the English Group last
Wednesday, started by remarking on the
wide range that English courses in
American universities cover.    They
vary, he said, from " the daily theme
course " (composition) to studies in
nineteenth century poets or European
epic tradition. He went on to follow
the academic progress of an American
student through Yale University.

Members of the English school are
apparently satisfied with the Trinity
system. Professor H. O. White, wh.
was chairman, invited suggestions f.r
the betterment of courses here, but none
were forthcoming.

ECONOMISTS REPLY
Dear Sir,--Criticism directed against

the D.U. C,ommerce and Economics
Society has again been voiced. This
time it concerns the legal status of the
Society’s administration, which, it is
claimed, appointed itself and later black-
mailed the Society into electing it en
bloc. This interpretation of the facts is
perfectly admissible; yet it appears to
me that this was the only course open
to the " Caretaker Committee " in its
endeavour to keep the Society alive.

Having suspended the constitution of
the Society, we thought that it would be
better to revise it than to reinstate it
in its old form. A sub-committee was,
therefore, .appointed in Michaelmas Term
and given the task to draw up a new
constitution. I, understand that this sub-
committee has made slow but steady pro-
gress under the able chairmanship of
Mr. S. G. M. Jetha. The time gap be-
tween the suspension of the old con-
stitution and the introduction of the new
one has proved most awkward for the
administration. However, any conten-
tion that the actions of the administra-
tion are dictatorial or illegal are the
result of muddled thinking, because at
present there are nv e0nstitutional rules
to which the committee is bound. This
state of affairs is, indeed, very re-
grettable, and will, I hope, come to an
end in the near future.--Yours truly,

Graduates’ Endowment Fund
Graduates of this University are

accustomed to be bombarded at long-
range, and occasionally pelted at close
quarters, with facts about the Educa-
tional Endowment Fund. As it exists
primar;ly fur the benefit of students,
who in turn will become graduates and
be subjected to attack, these seem very
good reasons to start the softening-up
process on persons who are still in the
stage of being benefited.

A university costs a lot of money.
Persons who have just parted with
a-year’s fees in advance think that it
takes a lot of money. Does it come as
a shock t~o you to know that the fees
you pay only cover approximately half
of what your education costs the
University ? The other half is given to
you. Where d~)es it come from ? Partly
from funds which the State provides,
but chiefly from the interest on endow-
ments provided by past donors. Before
1914 these endowments were barely
adequate to fill the gap. Now they
cannot even attempt to do it.

The Educational Endowment Fund
exists to enable graduates to return, for
the benefit of present and future
students, some of the m~)ney which was
expended on them when they were
undergraduates. It aims at building up
a capital sum of £250,000. Meanwhile
it gives immediate help in minor ways.
It provides grants for student libraries,
research studentships, necessary equip-
ment, and building extensions such as
the new Engineering laboratories. The
bigger it gets the more it will be able
to do. When the present generation of
students (half of their expenses having
been paid for them) goes out into the
world to earn their living as graduates,
will they remember to do their share in
filling up the chest for their successors ?

ANYTHING HUGH CAN DO
