some relish. But the story is far
to(, long, and the first two-third~
make too great a demand upon the
intelligence and stamina of the

When all the gunsmoke clears,
there are some poems left, two
articles and a second story by T.
Murtagh which is unprel:entious.
vnd suecessf~d largely because of
this. He does not yet have Blake’s
ability with words and phrases;
but he does have an approach com-
pounde.d of simplicity and obser-
vation-and the words may yet
take fire. An article on Words-
worth by Bhola Banerjee is little
mofe than a collection of l)repnr-
story observations which do
nothing to inerease one’s under-
standin~    although repeatedly
promising to do this.

worth" fails to do; it enlarges the
reader’s understanding and it en-
courages him to read the work
c,)nsidered.

None of the poetry is very bad.
Michael Longley has stopped writ-
ing about himse]f and has turned
to mice and fat Americans. His
line is still pmrderous, portentous
and slow, creaking its way from
one laboured image to the next,
l:ut the change in emphasis is en-
couraging. Deborah de Vine White
has a welcome lightness of touch
trod sense of discipline. Timothy
Brownlow feels deeply, but not
always with metrical accuracy.
Inin Sinclair produces some of the
b,:st imagery in the issue and an
exact precision in his use of winds.
The poems by Timothy Webb at-
more complete than the others and
n,ore balanced. He has somethin~
to say, and is equipped to say it
~ompetently and without too self-
conscious an attitude either in
t,-vhnique or approach.

This Sporting Life (Savoy) is a

fihn that makes me proud of the

British Film Industry fro’ it is a

masterpiece of screenplay, direet-

ien and baekroom work. The story

has a cyclical irony and is told

with such superb technique that

one accepts its limitations. It opens

with the injury of Frank Machin

(Richard Harris) on the rugger

field, and traces with a beautifully

handled series of flashbacks his

rise to fmne in Rugby League; but

this film is not only a social doeu-

~entary of professimml rugby, it

,.xplors umnercifully the life of it~

b~ro Maehin; at his digs where the

widowed landlady Mrs. Hammond

(Rachel    RC)erts)    keeps the

memory of her h,usband alive by

.~&ining his boots. At the house of

the city industrialist and club
businessman whose wife has taken
a fancy to him, at the working
mens’ club, at the hospital and
finally alone.

Mrs. Hammond needs Frank
Machin as much as he needs her,
but they are incompatible; there
is ~o communication, as is shown
in the scene where Frank brin!zs
home his cheque after signing on
by the episode outside the church
after the wedding.

Lindsay Anderson captures the

lolment of the woman living in

the past and loathing the future,

and the man loathing the past and

longing for the future. His direct-

ion is ahvays moving and he uses

the close up and profile bfilliantly.
His one mistake was to allow the
restuarant scene to lapse into slap-
stick farce which was out of place,
though one can see the need for
comic relief at that moment. The
stylisation starting with the slow
motion rugger game was wholly
~vith City League; and they still
remain strangers even after mak-
ing love, poigtmntly brought out
:-uccessful in changing the moo,1
and emphasis, and the symbols of
tire spider and the embryo subtly
inc.reased the intensity of emotion.

Tim acting of Richard Harris is
unbelievable when one considers
what he has done before; he is
~oud tough and demanding but
wi:en he asks Morris "I can love
can’t I ?" there is no doubt that the
answer is "yes." Rachel Roberts
creates an entifely sympathetic
character and the wimfing and
losing of her own private battle
is skillfully controlled.

The two cuts slightly damage
tlm fihn; firstly they do make love,
just after the shot of Maehin sitb
ing in his bedroom looking at his
;vatch; and secondly during th~
qua>rel outside church he hits he:’
with all his strength in complete
,xasperation.
