School, ¥. A, Reid then read Law
at Magdalen College, Oxford.
Qualified, he worked for Lady
Astor for a while, then taught
unglish in Lisbon and Alexandria
and, finally, and unexpectedly, de-
cided to come to Dublin to read
Modern Languages (English and
French). He is to-day Assistant
tc the Professor of English, a
voracious expert on Keats and the
Metaphysical Poets, eritic to the
“lrish Times” and “The Irish
Tatler and Sketch,” penetrating
commenator on both Samuel
Beckett and Greece, and has a
compendious knowledge of poetry
and limericks!

In Alec’s case, these facts are
totally useless as a means of doing
him justice, As a friend of any
student who requires help, he has
Feen known to solve more
problems than any psychiatrist;
and in this his wife is as unfailing
as she is in helping, giving advice,
cften going to tremendous trouble
—both financial and moral—to
preserve the fundamental in-
tegrity of the student and their
friendship. Their home at Bally-
brack is seldom empty—friends
are forever arriving and depart-
ing, often at strange hours; but
there is no surprise, the Reids are
aelighted, happy, to see them, but
sccept them as part of the par-
retual surprise of being alive.

His wit is as devastating as it
is shrewd, and for this reason he
has often been a script-writer for
Players’ Revues in past years, as
well as writing bitter-sweet songs.
It is also surprising that his
articles on playwrights should be
kighly sought after in America,
and that his knowledge of Keats

should be so scholarly and yet so

As one gets to know him better,

To see Alec Reid after a lecture
is to see him at his most
typical. With gown awry, and
tousled hair, swaying from foot to
foot, his head cocked on one side,
he will stand for any length of
time chatting, joking, listening
(sometimes), recounting, always
aitentive. Such is his atmosphere
tnat someone was once heard to
remark after an English lecture:
“The b—, the utter b—; but he
rade us think!”

It began with five Chansons by
Lassus, The varying moods were
admirably caught and the per-
formance was very good, especially
in the gentle and moving “Mon
coeur se recommande.”

A description of it is to be found in the front of the Calendar.

Azure, a Bible closed, clasps to the dexter, between in chief,

on the dexter, a lion passant, on the sinister, a harp, all or,

and in base a castle with two towers domed, each surmounted

by a banner flotant from the sides, argent, the dexter flag
charger with a cross, the sinister with a saltire, gules.”

Although these arms were only granted officially at the
beginning of this century, they had been in use for about

three hundred years.

The reason for placing the date
in the design is unknown, though
it is possible that this was the
vear that the arms were granted
to Trinity. Since this original
grant of arms, if it ever existed,
has been lost one cannot be sure
whether they were in fact granted
cr designed by a member of the
College such as Ussher. Another
design eame into use in the reign
of Charles I; from then on it was

used at sporadie intervals and
from about the year 1850 the

College Certificates were engraved
showing the towers in the arms
“fired proper.”

It eame rather as a surprise to
find that Dublin University also
has a coat of arms. In 1857 the
Yenate applied for a grant of
arms, and it is probable that they
were granted when the Senate
was formally incorporated in 1858.
It is not eertain whether they were
in fact granted as the College
hasn’t got a record of it, though
there may be one in the Genea-
logical Office.

Sir,—In your issue of 23rd May,
the answer of the Treasurer to
the question of whether the sur-
charge to foreign students (in-
cluding English students) is a case
of robbing the rich to pay the poor
was Very erroneous.

It is quite true that the English
students are subsidised and the
amount of subsidy for each indi-
vidual depends on the wealth of
the individuals’ parents.

This is not the system in some
or foreign countries. In Africa
for instance, finaneial help is not
referred to as subsidy, but scholar-
ship, because the whole of the ex-
penses ineurred in the course of
study is shouldered by the govern-
ment concerned.

Under such a system, it is not
under the Government Scholarship
possible for every student to be
consequently, not more than 10%
of the foreign students from Afriqu
are on Scholarship .In other wonds,
the majority of them are financed
either by their parents or rela-
tives. From thess students’ point
of view therefore, the idea of sur-
charge to foreign students i &
case of robbing the rich to educate
the poor.
